Before Installation

- We recommend that this product is installed by a qualified professional plumber
/ contractor.

- Please check this product immediately to ensure that it has not been damaged
and is complete. Before installation, please make sure this product is the

correct model and you have all the parts required for installation and using.

- Please flush the water system to ensure that no metal swarf, solder, and other
impurities can enter the taps.

- Turn off water supply before commencing work, this should be done at the
isolating valves of inlet feeds if fitted or main stopcock.

- Please read these instructions carefully and keep it for future reference.

Installation

Fill the gap between the wall and the outlet hole with
silicone. Turn on the valve and allow the water to run
freely for 5 minutes.Then turn off the valve.

Wrap the bended connector with Teflon tapes. Then
twist it into the outlet hole.

Adjust the position of the two bended connectors to
be horizontal, and make sure the center distance to
be 150mm.

Install the flange to the bended connector, put the
flat washer in the inlet hole. Lock the female screw to
tight the mixer body.
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Cleaning and care

the product, it is necessary to take proper care of it.

Clean the faucet often with a soft cloth to keep it looking like new. For heavy
cleaning you can use mild liquid detergents or non-abrasive liquid polisher.

Avoid abrasive cleaners, steel wool and harsh
chemicals as these will dull the finish and void your warranty.
